Introduction

A very warm welcome to BAUS 2024, on behalf of the BAUS Section of
Female, Neurological and Urodynamic Urology (FNUU) or as we liked to

be known - the FUN section. The FNUU Committee - Mo Belal (ex chair)
Suzanne Biers (Secretary), Hashim Hashim, Magda Kuwaja, Mahreen Pakzad,
Nadir Osman, Ased Ali, Tina Rashid, Andrew Kozan (BSOT rep) and myself
have created a stimulating educational program for this year. | would like

to thank Mo Belal for his excellent leadership over the last 2 years. He has
truly been a role model and an inspiration. | would like to thank Ased Ali and
Tina Rashid for their valuable contributions as they leave the committee and
welcome James Moore and Mehwash Nadeem to the FNUU family.

Over the 3 days we cover a range of functional and reconstructive topics
and have joint sessions with the sections of oncology, endourology and
AGUS/BAGURS. We are also excited to have Professor John Stoffel, MD
from the University of Michigan, USA, Dr Benoit Peyronnet, Associate
Professor at the Rennes University, France and Professor Helen O’Connell,
University of Melbourne, Australia as our international guests speaking and /
or chairing in the programme.

The program will start mid-morning on Monday with the FNUU highlights
session, featuring updates from Sachin Malde, Chris Harding and our ex
chair Mo Belal on the latest developments in research, clinical trials, and
mesh. Afterwards, we turn our focus to uro-neurology and will hear from
Professor Stoffel on the USA Neurogenic Bladder Research Group registry
on LUTS, Incontinence and bowel dysfunction.

Presentation: Each film-coated tablet contains 300 mg of darolutamide. Indication(s): NUBEQA is indicated for the treatment of
adult men with non-metastatic castration resistant prostate cancer (nmCRPC) who are at high risk of developing metastatic
disease or with metfastatic hormone-sensitive prostate cancer (mHSPC) in combination with docetaxel.

Outline and Objectives

The aim of this course is to educate and inform clinicians at all levels on the evidence base around
management of early prostate cancer and in particular, disease suitable for active surveillance (AS).
The course will cover recent understanding on the epidemiology and natural history of prostate cancer
and the importance of competing risks in deciding the benefit of treatment versus a conservative
approach. The use and value of risk estimation aids to help new patients understand their prognosis will
be explored and how they underpin informed decision making and confidence in active surveillance.
The integration of these concepts in an evidence-based approach to AS will be outlines as well as how
it can be used to stratify and rationalise follow up and refine use of imaging, clinic visits and biopsy.
Lectures will also cover the process and practical aspects of setting up a robust and reliable AS service
and also explore patient empowerment and support when on AS. The overall aim is to help participants
develop a structured AS programme in their units and reduce the current significant variability in how
AS is managed across the NHS. Time will be allotted to question-and-answer sessions and also practical
aspects of setting up a high-quality AS service.
